Award: up to $10,000 offered for tips about suspicious warehouse fire



SPOKANE  – A $10,000 award fund is available to anyone who has information that will help investigators solve a recent suspicious fire that destroyed a warehouse and significantly damaged an adjacent building, July 23, in Spokane.

NW Insurance Council and Arson Alarm Foundation, in partnership with Spokane Fire Department, are offering the cash award in the wake of a blaze that destroyed a warehouse, 15 vehicles and a semi trailer at the Whitley Fuel Site, located at 2733 North Pittsburg Street.

“This fire was catastrophic and incredibly dangerous to our community and to our firefighters,” said Brian Schaeffer, assistant fire chief with Spokane Fire Department.  “We must find a resolution to the cause of this fire, and need the community's help.”
Officials estimate the fire caused nearly $20 million in damage.
If you have information about this suspicious fire, call the Arson Hotline at 800-55-ARSON or contact your local authorities.  Callers may be eligible for an award of up to $10,000.  Callers may also remain anonymous.
